From the Bar 
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Steel Drum Music and $2 rum punches topped an 

afternoon of competitive yacht racing in the 1st 

annual Rhumb Runners Regatta on March 1.  No 

fewer than seven SYC yachts participated, includ-

ing a newcomer to SYC racing, the Newport 30 

Rhumb Runner herself skippered by Keith Sea-

gull. Whirligig (Jeff &  Kathy Landers) captured 

1st place in the light air of that day, followed by 

Eileen (Dawn & Dave Gallagher) and then Irish 

Dream (Murray  & Nancy Proctor).  King's 

Gambit (Ray & Bette Wilson) and La Tortuga 

(Bob Peet & Conrad Rodriguez), each in good 

position to snatch 2nd and 3rd place, respectively, 

drifted in helpless despair as the wind died only a 

few dozen yards from the finish. But somehow 

Eileen and Irish Dream crept deftly on, relent-

lessly, inch by inch, in agonizingly light zephyrs 

to finally pass King's Gambit at the entrance to the 

marina right at the finish line!  Winners were each 

awarded an authentic Don Lorenz Rum Cake di-

rectly from the Bahamas via "Bette's Caribbean 

Import Service"-- sort of a "taste of things to 

come" for our Caribbean Flotilla heading to the 

BVI this summer.  Congratulations to you all!! 

 

Just two weeks later on March 15, SYC hosted the 

first of nine races comprising the Long Beach 

Harbor Invitational Series.  Four area clubs co-

sponsor this series of PHRF races held between 

March and November: Little Ships Fleet Yacht 

Club, Navy Yacht Club of Long Beach, United 

States Power Squadron (Dist. 13), and, of course, 

Shoreline Yacht Club of Long Beach.  Three 

fleets (PHRF A, PHRF B, and Non-Spin) totaling 

24 yachts participated. 

 

The weather that Saturday promised to be interest-

ing with a cold front approaching, and it was!  The 

PHRF A & B fleets starting near spar 39 were 

each sent on a 14.5 mile course starting with a 

beat to Yellow Lighted Buoy "B" lying outside 

the breakwater. There, the wind had built to 20 to 

25 knots by the time the fleets fetched the mark.  

It was 'round "B" and then run or reach before 5 to 

6 ft seas past the east end of the Long Beach 

Breakwater to the leeward turning mark (spar 32) 

near the Alamitos Bay Jetty, and then beat again 

in steady 22 to 28 knots to spar 36 just east of 

Queen's Gate on the inside, reach back to round spar 

39, and then beat once again to the finish line 100 or 

so yards south of spar 39.  Our own SYC yacht 

Craic (Dan Paracchini & crew) took line honors 

(i.e., got the gun) as the first PHRF yacht to finish 

the race!! (Two hr and 13 min.) However, standard 

PHRF handicapping held Craic to 3rd place in the 

tough competition with other clubs' yachts. The Non

-spin course of 11.5 miles met the same challenging 

conditions by also rounding the breakwater, then 

twice more beating to weather. The fleet's front-

runner at the leeward turning mark, leading a pack 

of 12, was SYC's Whirligig.  Her great performance 

ended, however, when she was forced to retire as 

conditions began overwhelming her two-person 

crew (Jeff & Kathy).  The full race results can be 

viewed at www.scylb.org. 

 

The SYC Race Committee (Bette Wilson, Dee 

Ross, Debbie Kraemer, & Scott Hesse) enjoyed a 

prime seat at the start and finish of this exciting race 

aboard Sea Dreams, the fine Race Committee Boat 

graciously provided by Mark & Terri  Aimerito .  I 

wish to personally thank all of you who helped or 

participated in this important area event.  The next 

SYC race will be on April 5th, the April Fools Race.
