First is the 

Raft ï this is our only cruise that offers the space and 

calm water to host this traditional method of cruising to-

gether. 

 

The highlight of activity is always the dinghy races with 

Cerritos Bahia, who also raft there for the weekend.  

They are highly competitive and a hoot to watch, with 

spectators from both clubs shouting encouragement to 

their favorites. 

 

This competition began in the mid-eighties when Shore-

line and Capo Bay co-sponsored a Long Beach to Dana 

Point race called ñThe Coast Is On The Leftò.  Shoreline 

and Cerritos Bahia both had rafts set up for the weekend 

and many people were out just ñdinkingò about.  One of 

those was an early Shoreline member, Marc Marcantoni.  

Marc was a spirited 70 year old Italian who was a life-

guard in Italy prior to emigrating to the U.S. and was fit 

as a fiddle. 

 

As Marc was rowing around he became engaged in some 

lively conversation with a group from the Cerritos Ba-

hia crowd and was eventually challenged to a dinghy 

rowing race.  Cerritos Bahia trotted out their most buff 

young man as the challenger, thinking the ñelderlyò 

gentlemen would be easily trounced.  But it didnôt hap-

pen that way. 

 

Not only did Marc win the race, he did so by an embar-

rassingly (to Cerritos Bahia) large margin, that of 

course demanded a rematch in order to save face, and 

that was the beginning of the annual rivalry. 

 

In the beginning it was all very informal and gradually 

expanded to include a ladies division, a blindfolded 

coupleôs race, and other hilarious events.  Early victors 

and competitors in the competition included Marc Mar-

cantoni, Chris Edwards, Donna Malbon (who beat the 

girl in the little bikini two years in a row), Jeff and 

Kathy Landers, Jack Raith, and others forgotten before 

the trophy began documenting the winners. 

 

And that is how the annual Memorial Day dinghy races 

began. 

 

Our Vice Commodoreôs cruise is coming up June 11th 

with its own tradition, the ñTug of Warò pitting the 

more active sailors against the more sedentary power 

boaters.  While this traditional activity is not as old as 

the dinghy races it is just as competitive and tends to 

draw the attention of everyone at the Isthmus when it 

begins.  One year we actually broke the rope and had to 

replace it with the hawser we have now.  Interspersed 
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During much of his life, Alfred Nobel, the Swed-

ish scientist and inventor, was best known for his 

invention of dynamite.  In 1888 Alfredôs Brother 

Ludwig  died while visiting France, and one 

French newspaper mistakenly heard that it was 

Alfred who had died.  So they ran an obituary for 

Alfred Nobel under the headline, ñThe Merchant 

of Death is Dead!ò  The lead line of his obituary 

was this:  ñDr. Alfred Nobel, who became rich by 

finding ways to kill more people faster than 

every before, died yesterday.ò 

 

So Alfred Nobel had the unique opportunity to 

read his own obituary, how he was going to be 

remembered.  And he was horrified that his life 

could be summarized in such a way, that devising 

a weapon as destructive as dynamite was the sum 

of his life, that this, of all things that he had done, 

this is what he would be remembered for. 

 

That incident left a lasting impression on Nobel.  

He became determined to leave a better legacy.  

So, seven years after his obituary appeared in that 

French newspaper, Nobel signed papers that 

stipulated that the bulk of his estate would be 

used to establish the Nobel Prizes, including, of 

course, the Nobel Peace Prize.  In a sense, he had 

a chance to pre-determine his legacy, and he took 

full advantage of the opportunity. 

 

Each of us is determining our legacy everyday 

with every action we take and with every deci-

sion that we make.
